How does transporting the setting from 1500’s Italy to 1940’s California affect 
your interpretation and performance? The show takes place right after World War 
II. The girls, including Hero, have had to manage things on their own for a while 
without any help from the boys. So when the men come back, there’s huge relief and 

excitement, but that strength that everyone had to keep up while the war was going on remains. 
I also think there’s more appreciation for life in general, and especially for love, because the entire world was basically 
in peril for so long.
